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Procedures:

· INTRO/DISCUSSION: (5 minutes) 10:00- 10:05
· Introduce myself
· Name- Kelly Kerulis, School- U of I, nine weeks of teaching 
· Rules remain the same as class rules

· Phone & IPAD Usage
· “For the nine weeks I am teaching you guys we are going to focus around a main title or idea that will help frame the different lessons that I do with you. Our big idea that we are going to work around is called Re-Imagine”                       
· Introduce Big Idea- Re-Imagine
· “Can anyone guess what this might mean?”
· Re-Imagine is about thinking about how we can make art in this class. We are going to try to stay away from you classic art materials like crayons, markers, and colored pencils, while teaching the basics of art + design like line, color, shape, texture, pattern, etc. We will use different processes to make art and create art that go along with different elements of literacy.
10:00-10:05
1. BEGIN Read The Dot 10:00- 10:05
· Between pages talk about what the character might do next
· Ask what shapes we see in the book
· Ask what colors she mixes together
· Talk about the different ways that she makes her dots
· Big small, colored, no dot at all, ect.

2. Label/Decorate/MAKE SKETCHBOOKS 10:05-10:13
· Today were going to make sketchbooks, and on the front your going to create your own dot like Vashti, and sign it at the bottom
· Ask for magic number to pass out sketchbooks
· Using oil pastels, a mix between chalk and a crayon

· Oil Pastels are great for mixing and blending colors together

· Were going to make this dot on the front, and have you sign it at the bottom so we know it’s yours.

· Signing, or writing your name at the bottom is how you make an artwork yours. You will see signatures 
· Every week we will do a warm up and this is the place you will do it, we will also use the sketchbooks for when anyone might finish an activity early
· Magic number to collect books 
· Magic number to pass out paper for nametags
3. NAMETAGS 10:13-10:21
· Show teacher made exemplars of name tag & explain activity
· Going to make our own name tags on precut circle paper
· Going to use OIL PASTEL to create dots that make our name
· In My name tag I wrote my name big and bold enough so everyone can see it and read it

· To begin please write your name with a pencil as lightly as you can! You will use this to guide where you make your circles and make sure you have enough room

· The name tags will have a hole punched in it and a sting tied around it after we make it in the first lesson, since the paper might rip with having the hole pre-punched, to make it easier for students, Ms. Kelly will punch holes and attach sting for next week. 
4. (IF TIME PERMITS) (if its BEFORE 10:25) DOT ACTIVITY  ???- 10:30
· Students will flip over their name tag and see what a dot from their name can become
· For example, and eye of a dog, a center of a flower, the middle of a clock, the head of a animal
5. CLEAN UP 10:2?- 10:32
· Students will put away their materials keeping only their dot on the desk
6. CLOSURE: 10:32-10:40

· Students share to the class what their dot has become

· Talk about what they learned from the book today

· Anything can be art! You don’t have to know how to “draw”

· Collect dots/nametags
· Thank the class for a great first day & tell them to start thinking about LINE for next week
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
