Big Idea that drives Lesson/Unit: RE-IMAGINE
This idea focuses around using different objects to either create art or make art with. I aim to teach students the main principles of art and design, driven by literacy. Students are encouraged to think outside of the box and in their own direction.

Key Artistic Concepts:

· Students will make a yarn sculpture that represents a part of their story

· 2-d version of their story of their purple crayon on white butcher paper

· Students will use a sculpture technique using a mixture of yarn soaked in glue & water 
· Students will create their own story with a purple crayon
Artmaking Materials Needed: 
· Yarn
· Glue & water Mixture

· Wax paper

· Masking tape

· White Butcher paper
· Purple Crayon
Contemporary/Historical/Multicultural/Literature exemplars:
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Procedures:
1. WARM UP 2-3 mins 10:00- 10:03
a. Today our lesson is about line

b. We are going to begin by doing a quick warm up in our sketchbooks

c. Can I have magic number 4 help me pass out the sketchbooks
d. Once you get your book you can start on a page drawing as many different types of lines that you can think of, this is going to be quick, just a minute or two drawing what first comes to mind

2. DISCUSSION about W-U 10:03-10:05
a. What kind of lines were you able to come up with?

b. Can we all hold our sketchbooks in the air toward your classmates and I want you too look around and see what some of your classmates came up with
i. Here I will point out the different lines that I see

ii. I will draw the examples I am seeing on the board

c. Ask everyone to close sketchbooks and put their material in their desk

3. READ BOOK- Harold and The Purple Crayon 10:05-10:08
a. Ask what kinds of lines Harold is making

b. What we think might happen next in the story
4. PART ONE Demo/Instruction 10:08- 10:10
a. Were going to be making our own purple story today using techniques we saw in the book
i. Every student will get a big sheet of white paper & purple crayon


ii. Your story can be about anything you’d like, but we want to use as many different lines as possible! (Pointing to different lines on the board I’ve drawn)
5. PART ONE WORK SESSION
a. Each of you will get one large piece of white paper for you to create your story

b. You are encouraged to use as many different purple materials as you can.

c. Once we spend about ten minutes on this we are going to move into the second part of the activity! 

d. If you finish early you can turn your drawing over and write about your story, or you can add detail to your drawing and more purple!
6. PART TWO DEMO & work 10:25- 10:35

a. We will be making yarn sculptures that resemble a part from our story that we made
b. Ms. Kelly will show example to the class, and talk through the steps of how it was made
c. Students will be given a piece of wax paper, with two pieces of tape, and a piece of yarn that is saturated in glue

d. Each student will be thinking about what they are going to make while the materials are being passed out.

e. When students receive their paper they are to put one piece of tape on each side of the wax paper, adhering it to their desk

f. With their yarn they are to form the yarn on the wax paper in a design of their choice, displaying different types of lines that we saw in the book

g. When finished students will take the tape off and stick it to their wax paper

h. While students are working Ms. Kelly is coming around with a sharpie writing their names on their pieces of wax paper so she knows who’s is who’s for later documentation
7. CLEAN UP: 

a. Students will now wash their hands and put away all materials besides their sculpture on their desk

8. CLOSURE
a. Students will stand up and walk around the room to look at each others work
b. Back at their seats students will raise their hand and say what types of things they saw with the sculptures

i. What types of lines did they see?

ii. What did we learn today?

c. Thank students for a great class & to start thinking about color for next week
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
