Big Idea that drives Lesson/Unit: RE-IMAGINE
This idea focuses around using different objects to either create art or make art with. I aim to teach students the main principles of art and design, driven by literacy. Students are encouraged to think outside of the box and in their own direction. 

Fine Arts Goals Met by the Objectives:

Identify the elements of line, shape, space, color and texture; the principles of repetition and pattern; and the expressive qualities of mood, emotion and pictorial representation.

Vocabulary Acquisition:

·  Shape: The outline of an area or figure
· Gluing

· “materials with a purpose”

· The idea that students are using materials for a reason and not just to use them
Artmaking Materials Needed: 
· Glue 
· Colored Paper Shapes

· Large White Paper

Contemporary/Historical/Multicultural/Literature exemplars:

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Procedures:
· DISCUSSION/ WARMUP: (2-3 minutes)

· Greet the class
· Principles of art & design

· SHAPE

· In sketchbooks students will draw as many shapes as they can think of for about 2 minutes
· Two students from each table will share a shape they thought of

· READ BOOK: ( 2-3 Minutes)
· Read book
· Read I spy shapes, explain that this is to get them thinking of all the different shapes there are

· Read Mouse Shapes

· Interact with students and book, as questions like

· What shapes do you see?

· What colors do we see?

· What did the mice make together?
· DEMONSTRATIONS: (5 minutes)
· Have students at desk raise hands and think of the different things the mice made of the shapes, open and point to picture in corresponding page so the kids can see in case they forgot

· Introduce activity of making something of our own out of shapes just like the mice in the story 
· Show teacher made exemplar- talk about the shapes I used 

· DESIGN/WORK SESSION: (10-15 minutes)
· Have box of shapes on each group of tables
· Announce kids to not touch materials yet!
· I will instruct you to make different things with the shapes!
· FACE
· ANIMAL
· BUILDING
· WE are going to make something out of different shapes, we will try to use different sizes of shapes, and kinds of shapes in our picture.

· Have a helper pass out large white paper

· Students have time to work on these pictures 

· If students communicate that they are done, students will be encouraged to take the entire time to add more to their image

· I will have MANY different sizes of all the shapes, from relatively big to pretty small 
· CLEAN UP: (5 minutes)

· As tables communicate that they are finished, and have already been encouraged as add more detail, students will be dismissed by table to put their glue sticks and extra shapes back onto the table

· Students may wash their hands if they are very sticky 

· CLOSURE: (5+ minutes) 

· To wrap up the lesson Id like to ask students to talk among their group of tables and talk about what they made, and look at each others work (2-3 minutes)

· This gives the opportunity for students to share to others what they have worked on in a smaller class, and to get them more comfortable to sharing

· Have a few students share what they made, and if they learned any new shapes today!
