Big Idea that drives Lesson/Unit: This idea focuses around using different objects to either create art or make art with. I aim to teach students the main principles of art and design, driven by literacy. Students are encouraged to think outside of the box and in their own direction. 

Fine Arts Goals Met by the Objectives:

Vocabulary Acquisition:

·  Primary Colors- a set of colors (red blue yellow) that all other colors are made from.
· Secondary Colors- a color made by mixing two primary colors (green, orange, purple)

· Mixing- to combine or blend into one combination. 
Key Artistic Concepts:

Students will make a painting that is broken into three parts, the parts being the outcome of kids blending primary colors to make a complementary color. Students will be making this painting by using watercolor crayons and a brush with water to create the watercolor effect.
Artmaking Materials Needed: 
· Paper
· Watercolor Crayons

· Dixie/Cup for water

· Water

· Large paint brushes

· Drying Rack

Procedures:

· WARM UP: (3 minutes)

· Sketchbook
· Students will work in their sketchbook by using what colors they think are primary

· I will remind students its okay to guess, and to free sketch after they have guessed
· Students will then close their sketchbooks and stay in their desks for the Video
· Then students will watch the YouTube video on the smartboard
· DEMONSTRATIONS: (5 minutes)

· We will be using watercolor crayons to create a painting that demonstrates the colors we can make from mixing primary colors

· There will be three different stations, today we will be working standing up!

· Show the three different sections on the paper that we will work in
· Point to the stations and say that each station will be focused in that general area, if they go over the line that is totally fine But to leave enough room for the next station

· Demonstrate how we will be working with the crayons on an example piece of paper

· Go over rules for each station
· DESIGN/WORK SESSION: (15-20 minutes)

· NAMES ON THE BACK IN PENCIL

· Students will start working in the station they are currently in

· They will work for about 5 minutes at each station

· There will be three stations

· Red & Yellow = Orange

· Blue & Yellow= green

· Red & Blue = Purple

· At each station are multiple watercolor crayons per the first two colors, students are encouraged to color with each and then use their paintbrush with water to see what the two colors make together 

· Students will be encouraged to see if they can make a brighter color, a darker color, ect. 

· CLEAN UP: (5 minutes)

· Students will make sure there aren’t any drips on their desk and wipe up any

· Paint brushes will be cleaned off and placed into the box on the from table

· Water cups will be carried to the sink, emptied, and then placed onto the front desk

· Three jobs, designate each person at each table one job, 

· Wiper, paintbrush cleaner, water cup emptier

· Students will then sit at their desk with their painting when they are finished and ready for closure
· CLOSURE: (5 minute) 

· To wrap up the lesson, students will stand up and take a tour around the desks and back to their seats to see the different ways the other classmates were able to mix colors
· I then will go around the room after the kids are seated and then point out the different ways students worked within their painting
