· Color Wheel
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Artmaking Materials Needed: 
· Paper 2 per student
· Plastic bag

· Paint

· Warm paint colors

· Cool Paint colors
Outcomes: 

Students will be making two painting in the bag. The students will make one painting using warm colors, and the second painting using cool colors. These bags will already have the paint inside of them and be ready for them to create an image. For the warm up, we will spend extra time, having students creating their own color wheel
PREP:
I will go into PVON and cut paper and put paint in every bag ready for the students. We usually get there 20 mins early which should be splent of time. 
Procedures
· DISCUSSION: (5-8 minutes)

· Announce that today we will be drawing out own color wheel AND making 2 paintings, one with warm colors and the other with cool colors. 
· I will also be handing back work from the previous weeks.
· To begin I will show my example of a color wheel and I am asking students to do the same in their sketchbook. (If I have time before the class I will roughly draw the wheel out for them)
· Students will have about 5-8 minutes to color the wheel in their sketchbooks, if they finish early I will tell them to draw any colors they think can fit between the colors (Ex: between orange and red draw with an orangey red crayon)
· When students are finished we will talk about how the colors are like a rainbow but they go in a circle

· Talk about COOl and WARM colors, left is cool, right is warm or red –green = warm, green- purple =cool
· DEMONSTRATIONS: (_2 minutes)

· I will then hold up a painting bag and tell them that we will be painting with a bag today

· ITS CLEAN!

· One bag has warm colors

· The Other bag has cool colors

· Students will get one bag of each set of colors, cool or warm

· Some students might have different shades of the warm and cool colors

· Students will be instructed to write their name on the masking tape that is on the front of the bag

· As well as NOT OPEN THE BAG

· Students are encourages to move the colors around, see how they can use their finger to make lines and shapes and draw with the paint in the bag

· DESIGN/WORK SESSION: (5-8 minutes each bag)

· With each bag students will begin by writing their name on the masking tape

· Then students are free to play with the paint in the bag, moving the paint around, drawing with your finger (lines and shapes ect)

When students say they are done they can come get a new bag with a different set of colors making sure to right their name and place their other bag in its place

When students are completely done I will hold up different examples of what students were able to create within their bag painting

· I will ask students to raise their hand and tell me what an example of a cool color is, warm color

· CLEAN UP: (0 minutes)

· CLOSURE: (3-5minute) 

· Students will talk about what they made in their painting
· Which colors they likes better

· Did they draw things that are made of that color? Ex, in the yellow they drew a banana

· I will ask students to raise their hand and tell me a cool color or warm color
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
