Big Idea that drives Lesson/Unit:

This idea focuses around using different objects to either create art or make art with. I aim to teach students the main principles of art and design, driven by literacy. Students are encouraged to think outside of the box and in their own direction.

Vocabulary Acquisition:

Symmetry- When things are the same on both sides


EX: a apple, a pinecone, a hat, a rainbow, a flowers, ect.
Key Artistic Concepts:

· Students will be drawing beside a half of a leave to create its other side that is symmetrical. 
Artmaking Materials Needed: 
· Paper, 
· Leave Half’s
· Art material ( not sure yet, maybe oil pastels, maybe just crayons?)
Contemporary/Historical/Multicultural/Literature exemplars:

· Looking for a book about symmetry currently, might just show my exemplar so that we have more time to think about symmetrical objects at the beginning of class
Procedures:

· DISCUSSION: (_3 minutes)

· Students will do a quick warm up in their sketchbooks using different colors to get their minds going
· When finished students will hold up their books to show everyone and look at each others at the same time
· DEMONSTRATIONS: (3-5_ minutes)

· These are the techniques we will be using on this projects

· Drawing the other side of a leaf to make it symmetrical
· We will use oil pastels so students 
· Or watercolor crayons/pencils

· Show teacher made exemplars

· Show my example of a leaf and the half that I drew

· DESIGN/WORK SESSION: (20 minutes)
· Students will work on one leaf at a time, at least two leaves on each paper

· They will work to recreate the colors and design of the leaf on the other side

· Work to create colors that are just as bright or dull, overall similar to the other half of the leaf
· When students say they are finished, encourage students to add detail or small touches to make both half’s the same

· CLEAN UP: (_2-3 minutes)

· Students will leave their art on their desk and make sure all other materials are put away in their correct spot

· When students are sitting and looking at me I will know they are ready to close the lesson

· CLOSURE: (2-3 minute) 

· To wrap up the lesson students will be able to hold up their drawing and show the class and say anything they enjoyed about making the symmetrical leaf
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
