Big Idea that drives Lesson/Unit:

This idea focuses around using different objects to either create art or make art with. I aim to teach students the main principles of art and design, driven by literacy. Students are encouraged to think outside of the box and in their own direction.

Key Artistic Concepts:

Students will finish their symmetry piece by painting a background for their leaf artwork using three different techniques
Artmaking Materials Needed: 
· Paint Brushes
· Watercolors

· Cups for water

· Leaf artworks
Procedures:

· DISCUSSION: (2 minutes)

· Introduce that students will be finishing the piece by coloring in the background with watercolor
· Go over washing brush in between colors
· The less water the more bright the color
· DEMONSTRATIONS: (_2-5_ minutes)

· Show teacher made exemplar

· Demo how more water less color, less water more color

· Washing brushes in between washes
· Not making it “muddy”

· Not brushing to hard and ruining the paper or ripping it
· DESIGN/WORK SESSION: (15-20 minutes)

· Students will work to paint the background for their leaf piece
· Students will be encouraged to use three different techniques, each for 5 minutes
· WET ON DRY (5 mins)

· Students will watch demo of this technique

· Student will them have to opportunity to work on their own in their paper with this technique

· WET ON WET (5 Mins)

· Students will watch a short demo on the technique

· Students will then work on their own for 5 minutes practicing this technique and filling their paper

· SALT (5 mins) 

· Student watch a short demo about salt on paper

· Observe “less is more”

· They will draw from the cup in the middle of their desks for salt and sprinkle It on their paper where there is plently of liquid for it to stick and dissolve into
· CLEAN UP: (5 minutes)

· Students will have jobs of water cup & paint pallet person & dryer

· Each job member will complete its job and then sit and wait so I know they are ready

· Work together to clean up our spaces & get seated in their desk with JUST their painting on their desk

· CLOSURE: (5 minute) 

· We will talk about what they likes about the lesson
· What techniques we learn

· Did they have fun?
· Did they enjoy using watercolor and learning the different techniques?
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
