Key Artistic Concepts:

Students will use a variety of tools and objects to create different textures in homemade play-doh.
Artmaking Materials Needed: 
Play-doh
Various materials to make textures in play-doh (examples: dice, hair combs, plastic animals, straws, toothbrushes, ect.)
Procedures:

· DISCUSSION: (_5minutes)

· I will introduce the topic of texture
· Talk about texture

· What different examples can we think of

· What we will be doing today

· DEMONSTRATIONS: (1 minutes)

· Talk about how we are going to rotate stations with our play-doh and each station has different materials to create texture

· Distribute materials and play-doh

· DESIGN/WORK SESSION: (20_ minutes)

· Students will rotate with their play-doh and travel to another desk station with a different materials
· Students will rotate a total of three times

· Materials will be at the center of each table

· CLEAN UP: (3minutes)
· Students will pick up materials around desk and place them in bins

· Each student will bring their piece up to the front and put it onto paper with their magic number on it so we can identifiy whos is whos when they are dry and hard
· CLOSURE: (2_ minute) 

· When we are finished with the tour, students will have the opportunity to share which texture was their favorite

· I will then remind then that next week is our last week

· I will hand back all of our work so far & take a class picture
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
